Dear Dr. Hardcase:


Mr. and Mrs. Doe have requested that I assist them in advocating for their son, Johnny Doe, Jr.  The Does have executed a consent and authorization form, ………….

Johnny is struggling in his third grade work.  He is demonstrating difficulties completing tasks and has had a number of behavioral issues.  His teacher has complained of Johnny’s inability to focus, his immaturity as compared to other third graders, temper tantrums, and his impulsivity.  A review of Johnny’s reading assessments, show that his reading levels are approximately at grade level 1.7 in fluency and 1.1 in comprehension.  He appears to have problems in word retrieval.  His handwriting is very poor and seems to take an inordinate level of work for him to produce readable copy.  He tends to do better with concrete concepts, manipulatives, and visual presentations.
Johnny’s pediatrician suspects that Johnny may well have attention-deficit disorder.  He is also concerned that Johnny may have a learning disorder, affecting his ability to read, deal with abstract material, and succeed academically.  Given the above,  Johnny’s parents would like to formally request that Johnny be evaluated both for a learning disability and for ADHD.  Please call together any necessary multidisciplinary team in order to begin this process.  The parents are prepared to sign the required consents for evaluation.
