As you may be aware, Johnny Doe, Jr. has an IEP scheduled for March 25, 2005.  It has been almost two years since the school district last evaluated Johnny to determine his levels.  Johnny’s parents are attempting to collaborate with the school by drafting some goals and objectives for the coming IEP.  We are having difficulty, however, because we do not have any precise data for the development of accurate present levels of performance.

It would seems to us to be valuable for assessments to be done, which will provide the IEP team with very precise, empirical data as to Johnny’s present levels in each academic area, including but not limited to reading, language arts, and math.  For this reason, we would like to formally request that assessments be obtained to provide the IEP team with this information. The parents are prepared to sign the required consents for evaluation upon request.

We thank you for you consideration in this matter.  As soon as possible, please inform the parents of the steps being taken to respond to this request.  Because we wish to use these evaluations to allow us to participate in a meaningful way in the development of Johnny’s IEP, we will need the results of these evaluations at least ten (10) days before the IEP meeting.  If for any reason this should not be possible, please advise immediately so that we can reschedule the IEP for a date after we receive the evaluation results.
