Dear Dr. Hardcase:


As you are aware, during the IEP dated February 11, 2005, Mr. and Mrs. Doe made several very specific educational requests for their child, which requests were denied or refused by the District.  These requests are reiterated below:

1.  That the District identify the reading instruction program that they intend to use in instructing Johnny Doe, Jr. in reading.  
2.  That the District permit the parents to have their private evaluator do class observations and teacher interviews, as part of the parent’s private educational evaluation.  The private evaluator will be a licensed school psychologist and will agree to respect the confidentiality right of the other children in the classroom.

3.  That the District write measurable Goals and Objectives, which can be used in measuring Johnny’s progress.  At a minimum, this requires that a specific quantifiable present level of educational performance (baseline) be established for each goal or objective being drafted and that the goal and objective be measurable against that present level of performance.  The goal or objective may be made measurable by referencing an identifiable standard or rubric, which a third-party evaluator could verify.

Please provide the parent with an Informed Notice of Refusal, as provided in 20 U.S.C. §1415 (c) and 34 C.F.R. § 300.503.  I thank you for your attention to this request.
