In the event that you feel any correction is necessary, please respond to me in writing, providing me with a more exact wording of your statements.
1.  In our tape of the meeting you said:  “Mrs. Doe, this is a school for gifted children.  We have very high standards here and we expect our students to be able to conform to all of the requirements and rules.  If a child needs special educational accommodations, then the child would be better served in another school and should not to be in a gifted program.”

2.  At another point you were heard to say, “a child with ADHD is not qualified for an IEP.”
